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I have just been reflecting on our recent Sunday
of Thankfulness. It was a wonderful day! It seemed
like there was a bit of electricity in the air.

I know the
individuals who shared their experiences about
their contribution in our newly published book of
testimonies, “Broken”, reminded each of us that
God has given us a testimony that tells of how He
has guided and changed our individual lives as
well. When we take time to think about how God
has been with us, changing us more and more into
His likeness, gratitude and joy just springs up in
us like an artesian well. After distributing the ini-
tial shipment of the “Broken” book, the response
has been great!

While you may not have had a similar experience,
you will be deeply touched when you read the sto-
ries of life-change of people in our church family
who you’ve sat next to as you worshipped here
each Sunday. They may look like they have been
Christians all their lives, but they have a story to
tell that reveals the awesome grace of God work-
ing in them that shaped them to be who they are
today.
