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“1,000 Marbles”

I turned the dial up into the phone portion of the band
on my ham radio in order to listen to a Saturday
morning swap net. Along the way, I came across an
older sounding chap, with a tremendous signal and a
golden voice.  You know the kind – he sounded like
he should be in the broadcasting business. He was
telling whomever he was talking with something
about “a thousand marbles.”  I was intrigued and
stopped to listen.

“Well, Tom, it sure sounds like you’re busy with your
job.  I’m sure they pay you well, but it’s a shame
you have to be away from home and your family so
much.  Hard to believe a young fellow should have
to work 60 or 70 hours a week to make ends meet.
Too bad you missed your daughter’s dance recital.”

He continued, “Let me tell you something, Tom, that
has helped me keep a good perspective on my own
priorities.”
