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99.9% is Not Good Enough!

99.9% isn’t good enough! Admittedly, a base-
ball player who hit safely 99.9% of the time
would be a phenom – the world’s greatest hit-
ter! And a market analyst who predicted good
investments 99.9% of the time could name his
salary! And a student who graduated from high
school with 99.9% in every class – that student
undoubtedly would receive a full-ride academic
scholarship to the college of their choice!

But 99.9% isn’t good enough. Consider this: If
the following things were done right 99.9% of
the time, we’d have to live with …

· 1 hour of unsafe drinking water each month.
· 12 babies given to the wrong parents each

day.
· 107 incorrect medical procedures per-

formed each day.
· 18,322 pieces of mail mishandled in the

next hour.
· 20,000 incorrect drug prescriptions written

every year.
· 22,000 checks deducted from the wrong

bank accounts each hour.
· 32,000 missed heartbeats per person per

year.
· 114,500 mismatched pairs of shoes shipped

this year.
· 880,000 credit cards in circulation with the

incorrect cardholder information.

· 2,000,000 documents lost by the IRS this
year.

· 2,488,200 books shipped in the next 12
months with the wrong cover.

And think of this!  If UPS had a 99.9% accurate
delivery rate, that company would incorrectly
deliver 11,000 packages every day!  Thankfully,
they don’t!

One area of life in which you and I must strive
for a 100% is in our relationship with God. But
guess what? Our Lord is not interested in you
performing 100% sinless perfection 24/7. How-
ever, He is extremely interested in you giving
100% of your heart, mind and strength to seek-
ing Him, His purpose and will for your life.
When you focus your attention on giving all of
yourself to loving and serving Him, He lever-
ages even your mistakes into productive results!
Each and everyone can do that, and we can then
experience God’s intervention in transforming
our mistakes! The question is, “Do you?”
