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What a day to be alive!  I have been so much
more aware of the tension between God’s forces
to work good in and through us, and evil forces
whose purpose is to distract and defeat us. It is
like a coin that has two sides: I am rejoicing with
those whom God’s Spirit has been inspiring
change into more of His likeness.  I don’t think
there are too many things greater to experience
than to be aware of our Father God working
change in us in a fun and exciting way.  On the
other side of the coin, I groan with those who
God’s Spirit is allowing to go through very diffi-
cult trials.  While we know our God only allows
us to endure those trials for the joy He has in mind
for us as He works change in our inner being, yet
those trials still bring stress and groaning — even
sometimes great agony.  The Bible speaks of many
people experiencing the groaning of such trials.
Just as life consists of the joy of babies being born
and the grief of people dying, all at the same
moment in time, so our church family has those
same contrasts happening at the same time.  That
is why the Bible tells us in Romans 12:15 “Be
happy with those who are happy, weep with those
who weep.” GNT  And the greatest part of living
in this tension is that I am able to either see, or
perhaps be a small part in, the transforming work
of God in people on each “side of the coin.”

I am most grateful to God for the Holy Spirit su-
pervising the “Last Chance” drama in such a way
that over 100 people made some form of a fresh
commitment to serve Christ.  I have prayed, and
will continue to pray, for those making their de-

cision to follow Christ, because the temptation to
go back to the old way of thinking is so, so easy.  It
is like the pull of gravity.  Unless there is a greater
inner strength that comes from the Holy Spirit to
empower them to integrate their commitment into
daily life, we all know that life-change won’t ma-
terialize as much as it could.  So, I ask you to pray
regularly, as you would want someone to pray for
you, for these individuals as well.

I am also proud of each individual who stepped
out to invite their friends, walked to the front of
the sanctuary to pray with their friends, served as
an actor, usher, greeter, altar worker or follow-up
servant.  These things involve the mysterious in-
gredient of sacrificial giving that empowers any
good thing to happen.

We have another all-church expression of God’s
love to our community — with the added dimen-
sion of showing God’s love alongside of several
other churches in our community.  This opportu-
nity will be a joint church Christmas musical, in
place of our Annual Singing Christmas Tree.  We
will essentially be doing the same things we nor-
mally do each year, but with other brothers and sis-
ters in Christ.  Will you seriously consider making
a sacrifice of your time to be a part of making this
powerful first-time, united ministry a testimony to
our community?  Please seriously consider mak-
ing room on your calendar so that you can serve in
some capacity.
